GROUP CLASS POLICIES

· Get to class a few minutes early to give the dog ample opportunity to settle. 

· We use positive reward based training methods. Please bring several types of your dogs favorite treats to class each week. Please don’t feed the dog before class, we want a hungry, a tentative puppy!

· Bring a 3 foot to 6 foot leash, no retractable leashes permitted. Regular collars and please, no choke chains!
· Wear sneakers or other sturdy shoes, no flip flops, sandals, or clogs. This is to prevent falling.

· Because dogs in the beginning stages of their training need a consistent adult figure we limit our classes to children over 12 years of age and adults.

· To be successful while training your dog you must put time into training your dog at home. This includes making time to take the dog out to new environments to practice what you learned in class.
· Current vaccinations are required.  Please bring proof of vaccinations from your vet.

· Refunds will not be made after the first class.

· Please inform us if it is necessary for you to miss a class. If you miss a class you can arrive a ½ hour early for the next class or join the class that you missed in the next session. 
· Private instruction is available if you feel you need help on issues not covered in group class. If we see that you are in need of extra help we may recommend that you schedule a private appointment either in addition to or in place of the group class.
To start a class we must have a minimum of 4 dogs and a maximum of 8 dogs.
